However, there are two possibilities
of applying for matching DFG grants:

e Initiation of bilateral cooperation

DFG offers a modularly structured funding scheme of high flexibility.
Applicants who want to initiate or intensify scientific cooperation with
international partners may receive funding (only travel costs and workshops).
Coordinators from the partner country are requested to submit their proposals
to the respective funding organization in the partner country.
