Workshops facilitate project-related exchange with other researchers. They may also be 

used to introduce early career researchers to the topic of the project. Workshops may be 

held for both or either of these two reasons.  

  

The module can be used to apply for an allowance to help cover the total costs of the work-

shop. These may include travel and maintenance for the participants as well as organisa-

tional expenses. Honoraria may be included if the speaker participates not to further his/her 

own career or research but, for instance, to help train early career researchers.
