Having worked as dean of the Faculty of Sociology at the
University of Bielefeld (1999-2001) and as president of the
University of Lucerne (2006-2010), he is an expert on the modern
university, both in theoretical and practical terms. Currently he
works as Dahrendorf Professor of the “Theory of Modern
Society”, the director “Forum Internationale Wissenschaft” and
the principal investigator of the Excellence Cluster “Beyond
Slavery and Freedom” at the University of Bonn. He has been a
member the National Academy of Sciences Leopoldina since

2017.
